What to Bring

Please pack all the camper’s items in a truck or one large container

PROHIBITED ITEMSTHEME DAYS

◦ Shirts 5: All shirts should be loose fitting & not tight. 
No see-through, or spaghetti-strap tanks. No crop 
tops (no stomach shown when arms are raised).

◦ Theme day clothes (themes are listed below)
◦ Shorts 4: no yoga pants and no biker shorts
◦ Swimsuits 2 (Girls: Modestly cut one piece 

swimsuit // Guys: loose fitting swim trunks that 
secure at the waist)

◦ Underwear 5
◦ Socks 5
◦ Pajamas: 2
◦ 1 pair of study athletic shoes: ** Sturdy athletic 

sandals with secure heel straps are also allowed. 
(no flip flops or slides)

◦ 1 pair of water shoes or sandals with heel straps 
*must be worn while lake swimming, blobbing, 
canoeing, water shoes must be able to stay on 
while swimming, etc. 

◦ Food, candy, and gum. These items 
will be thrown away.

◦ Electronics: ipads, phones, smart 
watches, etc. 

◦ Any type of weapon. We take this 
seriously and will call parents upon 
finding anything questionable. 

◦ Alcohol, tobacco, or

◦ Pack clothes in daily bags
◦ Write campers name on clothes and belongings
◦ Include laundry Bag
